A UDC variance application does not require a public hearing. The public had an
opportunity to speak on this agenda item during “Persons to Be Heard.”
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Planning and Zoning Commission Recommendation:

At the Nov. 14, 2023 Planning and Zoning Commission meeting, Commissioners
unanimously recommended approval of the four variance requests as presented.
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Section 2.07(A)(2) of the UDC lists criteria for approval of a variance, the Planning and
Zoning Commission and City Council shall consider the following factors:

a. That there are special circumstances or conditions affecting the land involved such that
the strict application of the provisions of this Code would deprive the applicant of the
reasonable use of his land.

b. That the granting of the variance will not be detrimental to the public health, safety or
welfare, or injurious to other properties in the area.

c. That the granting of the variance will not have the effect of preventing the orderly
subdivision of other lands in the area in accordance with the provisions of this Code.

d. That the granting of the variance will not constitute a violation of any other valid
ordinance of the City of Keller.

e. That strict compliance with the regulations, and/or that the purpose of the regulations
will be served to a greater extent by the alternative proposal.
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The City Council has the following options when considering a UDC variance
application:

* Approve as submitted
* Approve with modifications or additional condition(s)

* Table the agenda item to a specific date with clarification of intent and
purpose
* Deny
